Fewer callers are now on the scene. As with
the lack of new dancers, so too we have fewer
callers and hardly any new callers are entering
the square dance world. Many callers started as
dancers in clubs and were bitten by the calling
bug. Clubs flourished when these new callers
left the club they were in and started new clubs.
It was easier to do that 40 years or so ago because
there were fewer things to occupy peoples

interest. Now, with all the competition for leisure
time, it’s no wonder we have fewer callers.
Our magazine went on-line full time and
there are a lot of people downloading it each
month. It has leveled off somewhat in the past
two months but that was to be expected. If you
know of dancers who do not have a computer,
maybe you can print them the pertinent
information they need to go to various dances.
Will we get virtual dancing? With the
internet capabilities, will someone who is good
at programming create an on-line dancing
experience? Many of our senior dancers stop
dancing because they physically cannot do it
anymore. Will someone with the smarts to create
a computerized dance program couple can share
interactively come about? Who knows.
